Crayons
Watercolor paper
Watercolor sets
Paintbrushes
(Optional: black
construction paper for
frame)

Class 1:

-Introduce Paul Klee and discuss the
shapes that make up his geometrical
landscapes

-Starting at the bottom of the paper,
draw shapes on top of one another (like
stacking blocks.) Use a variety of
shapes and go at least halfway up the
paper

-Outline drawing with black crayon

Class 2:

-Invite students to fill their shapes
(“buildings”) with various patterns,
lines, and dots using different colors of
crayons

-Demonstrate the watercolor resist
technique

-Review warm and cool colors. Allow
children to select one scheme for the
foreground and the opposite for the
background
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
